The following Directors were present: Bill Malthouse, Nancy Malthouse, Tom Nyman, Army Burroughs, Gary Schatz, Steve Jenkins, and Donna Jenkins.  The following Directors were absent:  Keith Yarnall (out of town), and Chris Townes (Bill failed to invite by error).  Property owner Frank Potts also attended and presented a report on his research activities on the Stonewall Boardwalk site plan.
Old Business

Secretary - Nancy Malthouse, read the Minutes of the BOD Meeting of 8/29/10.  Gary Schatz noted that two people named “Gary” were discussed in the minutes and the references needed to clarify whether we were discussing Gary Schatz (from COLA) or Gary Griffith (from Stonewall). The minutes were approved as corrected.   
Treasurer – Tom Nyman, reported that the reserve account balance is approx $8,500.  Operating account (-) $475.00 (borrowed from reserve awaiting this year's dues).  
POA – Army Burroughs (for Dona Jenkins) reported that no POA packages were requested thus none were issued.  Army also reported that the Common Area Rekeying was completed.   Bill mentioned that there are two versions; one for the people who have transferred their deed and another version for those people who have not.  Tom said our quick fix deed transfer was current.  Bill agreed he would see to it that Donna (and Army) got the correct POA package.  This is important because we have three houses for sale.
Nominating Committee – Bill Malthouse reported that the current officers up for nomination had agreed to continue to serve as COLA officers.  The slate of nominees is: Nancy Malthouse, Gary Schatz, Keith Yarnall, and Tom Nyman.
Update on Undesirable Resident Status – Army, Steve, and Donna reported that there were no known ongoing problems, but some residents of that house were believed to have been arrested for marijuana smoking.  Next, a round-robin discussion ensued about "strange" neighborhood happenings such as people walking in groups down to Sassafras Cove dock etc.  We are concerned because they have to come through our neighborhood.  Bill recommended that if we see anything strange get the license plate and call the police.  No BOD actions.

New Business

Donna suggested a handout discussing community cleanup issues to be handed out at the Annual Meeting.  Bill said he would generate the handout.

Boardwalk Boat Slip Status Review

Background – Tom Nyman presented a very brief overview of the problem and its current status from the COLA viewpoint.
Project Plan Defects – Frank Potts (Guest at the BOD meeting) explained in detail both the kinds of "problems" and "defects" he had uncovered (described in the emails circulated earlier and attached to these minutes).  Frank expressed his belief now that having an independent attorney "assist" the Louisa county attorney general via letter/meeting would be critical to convincing them (Planning, Supervisors, Attorney) that the site plan needed total revision and was invalid as presently set up.
 

Frank also described how he had lodged a formal complaint to the State board governing engineering professionals that Mr. Carroll (who did Gary’s site plan and many others around the lake) was not certified to prepare "any site plans required by Virginia code,” and that the Engineering Board had issued a "cease and desist" order to Mr. Carroll which he (Carroll) had agreed to honor and that Carroll had taken steps to remove his name from other documents in progress and refrain from preparing any further site plans.
 


COLA Action Plans 
After an hour's discussion, Tom voiced a long and complicated motion expressing our (COLA) support for Frank's efforts, and that we encouraged him to contact the attorney he (Frank) had selected for an initial assessment of Frank's case and some information on potential costs, which the Board approved.  There was NO commitment to fund this kind of legal action, but a commitment to listen to what Frank found out and then discuss appropriate future actions.
