New Business

Joe Madigan: Resolution of Thanks for Joe Madigan Service:   Bill said he wanted a plaque for Joe for service to the Board and the Community.  Tom moved to allow Bill to spend up to $50.00 for a plaque.  The motion passed.  Bill said he would get the plaque.   
Update/Distribution of Community Directories: Chris said she would update the directories and allow people to opt out.  If they don’t tell us, they are opting in.
Dock Repairs and Discussion of “Oversize” Boats:  We don’t need a building permit for dock repairs.  Steve said he was focusing on May for doing the dock repair.  The Zuber’s boat is very large and may not fit.  If they leave the boat in the water it will damage the dock.  The width of the boat is 8’2” and 26 ½ feet long.   The BOD is concerned that the boat may damage the dock.  However, we are responsible for maintaining the dock.  We need to review the policy and determine if the policy is adequate.  We need to make measurements of docks.
Adoption of 2009-2010 Budget: The BOD moved and seconded to adopt the Budget.  Passed

Establish Dues for 2009-2010 Year:  The BOD moved and seconded to establish dues at $100.00/yr. Passed
Establish Date & Responsibilities for Annual Meeting:  Normally the 25 of May.  Army said he would be gone Memorial Day.  Bill suggested Sat. June 6.  Chris, Drinks (Beer & Soft drinks) Miller Light and Buds and sodas. Donna said she would get the hamburger.  Army suggested about 30 hamburgers and Bill suggested 2 packs of hot dogs.  Chris said she wants to be on the clean-up crew.  Bill said he would bring a grill, and Army said he would bring a grill.  Army said he would call the man that cuts the grass and ask him to clean up.  967-9442 Bruce (Bubba) Bullock.  The BOD authorized Tom to spend $60.00 on grass cutting in the Common Area.
Identify Board Vacancies and Expiring Terms: 2009 is an odd year: Board members Tom Nyman, Joe Madigan, and Gary Schatz terms are expiring.  They are eligible for re-election.  Joe Madigan has declined to run for a position on the Board creating a Board vacancy
Establish Nominating Committee & Set Date for Report: Bill said he wanted to appoint a nominating committee, and asked Gary Schatz to head the committee. He asked Gary to contact Keith Yarnall to see if he is willing to serve.  Bill suggested that Gary to let us know in two weeks if Keith is willing to serve on the Board.
Pilot a Lien/Collection Process with Abandoned Lot as Target:  Tom agreed to go to Louisa and discuss the Lien Process.   

Chris said the point lot that belongs to Mr. Mason is available.  It has a well and septic and ready to build a home. The point lot is assessed at $400,000.00.  Also, Buddy (other side of Yarnall) wants to sell his house.
